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NCDOT INVITES CITIZENS TO ATTEND CORRIDOR-WIDE MEETINGS

FOR BUSINESS 40 IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN WINSTON-SALEM

Meetings scheduled for Oct. 12, 13 and 14 


RALEIGH — The N.C. Department of Transportation invites citizens to participate in a series of corridor-wide meetings this week regarding the Business 40 Improvement Project in downtown Winston-Salem. The public will have the opportunity to review and comment on different ideas proposed for redesigning a 1.1-mile section of Business 40.
“We can upgrade this major artery through the heart of the city in many different ways,” said NCDOT Division 9 Engineer Pat Ivey. “We want the people who drive on this road every day to help us decide which options would be the most beneficial.” 

Meeting participants can also join working groups focused on important issues selected by the community, as well as receive updates on the project’s schedule. In addition, NCDOT employees will be available to answer questions and address any concerns about the project.

The meetings are informal, and citizens are welcome to stop in any time during the stated hours. Licensed childcare and Spanish translation will be available. NCDOT will also provide auxiliary aids and services under the Americans with Disabilities Act for disabled persons who want to participate. Anyone requiring special services should call (336) 724-2130 as early as possible, so arrangements can be made. 

Construction is currently scheduled to begin on the Business 40 Improvement Project in 2018. It includes removing the existing pavement from east of Church Street to east of Fourth Street, and replacing it with new concrete pavement. The project will also modernize the entrance and exit ramps, and replace most of the bridges on and over Business 40 with new bridges that meet current traffic demands and modern design specifications. The project will create a safer, longer lasting roadway that will help drivers get where they need to go more efficiently.
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
