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CITIZENS ENCOURAGED TO COMMENT
ON BUSINESS 40 IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN WINSTON-SALEM
NCDOT to hold working group meeting to discuss project design and traffic patterns

RALEIGH — The N.C. Department of Transportation invites the public to participate in a working group meeting on Tuesday, May 18, to discuss the Business 40 Improvement Project in downtown Winston-Salem. Citizens can share their thoughts on potential designs for the project and review possible alternative routes for traffic while construction is under way.
“The motorists who drive on Business 40 are a valuable resource,” NCDOT Transportation Division 9 Engineer Pat Ivey said. “We’d like to use their knowledge to help us effectively plan for the future of this project.”  

The meeting will be held from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m. at the Old Salem Visitors Center, located at 900 Old Salem Road in Winston-Salem.

During that time, NCDOT staff will discuss with the public five different potential design concepts for the improvements that may be made within the project area. They will highlight bridges that may be removed or replaced, as well as locations where ramps may be added.

Department engineers will also show citizens which alternative routes traffic is likely to take while Business 40 is closed for construction. That process is scheduled to last up to two years. 

The Business 40 improvement project area extends one mile from east of Church Street to west of Fourth Street in downtown Winston-Salem. The project includes removing the existing pavement and replacing it with new concrete pavement. The project will also modernize the entrance and exit ramps, and replace most of the bridges on and over Business 40 with new bridges that meet current traffic demands and modern design specifications. The project will create a safer, longer lasting roadway that will help drivers get where they need to go more efficiently. For more information on the project, visit www.business40nc.com.
