                            Working groups to meet to discuss specific aspects of project

RALEIGH — The N.C. Department of Transportation invites the public to participate Thursday, Jan. 28, in the first in a series of working group meetings for the Business 40 improvement project in Winston-Salem.

The Business 40 improvement project area extends one mile from east of Church Street to west of Fourth Street in downtown Winston-Salem. The project will also modernize the entrance and exit ramps, and replace most of the bridges on and over Business 40 with new bridges that meet current traffic demands and modern design specifications.
